When Jesus chastised his first followers for keeping children from climbing onto his lap, 

he surely wanted them to understand that Godôs love doesnôt discriminate by age (or any-

thing else.)  But when Jesus added, ñfor it is to such as these that the kingdom of God be-

longs,ò I think he also wanted them to realize that even the youngest children have a lot to 

teach adults about what it means to be a child of God. 

 

Letôs not ñworryò about the participation or children and youth in our worship, letôs cele-

brate and give thanks that they feel so welcomed and comfortable in our worshipping 

community.

On January 12th, 2010 a 7.0 magnitude earthquake struck Haiti, re-

portedly killing more than 150,000 people. Haiti was already one of the 

poorest and least developed countries in the world with a population of 

over 9 million people. 
 

Our Lenten offering this year will be added to the more than $650,000 

already raised by the UCC Haiti Relief Fund. These funds go directly to 

support basic supplies such as food and blankets as well as medicine, 

tents and construction of temporary water systems.
